The Federal TEACH Grant Program provides grant assistance to students enrolled in an undergraduate or graduate degree program who agree to serve 

· for at least four years out of the first eight years after completing the program 

· as full-time, “highly qualified” teachers in a high-need field 

· in a public or not-for-profit private elementary or secondary school that serves students from low-income families.    

For full-time study, the program provides grants of $4,000 per year to a maximum of $16,000 as an undergraduate, and $8,000 for graduate study.  Part-time students can receive a proportional amount of yearly grant.

Since The Sage Colleges offers undergraduate teacher preparation degree programs, by law, our post-baccalaureate teaching certificate programs do not qualify for TEACH Grants.  A student must be in an undergraduate or graduate degree program.

Students who receive TEACH Grants but who do not complete the required teaching service within eight years of completing the academic program, subject to certain exceptions, or fail to meet certain other requirements of the TEACH Grant Program, must repay the TEACH Grant as a Direct Unsubsidized Loan under the William D. Ford Federal Direct Loan Program, with interest accrued from the date the Teach Grant was disbursed.

What You Must Do To Qualify for a TEACH Grant at The Sage Colleges:
1.  Complete this form and submit it to the Financial Aid Office

2. File a FAFSA at www.fafsa.ed.gov
3. Meet the general eligibility requirements for federal student aid listed in our catalogue

4. Be admitted full-or-part-time to one of the degree programs designated as eligible for a TEACH Grant at The Sage Colleges

5. Meet one of the following academic standards:

a. Score above the 75th percentile on a college admissions test (SAT, ACT, GRE) or , 

b. Have a GPA of at least 3.25 (on a 4.0 scale) in high school to receive a grant for your first term I college, or have maintained at least a 3.25 GPA as an undergraduate or graduate student for subsequent terms.

6. Complete TEACH Grant Counseling and sign a Teach Grant Agreement to Serve each academic year at https://teach-ats.ed.gov/ats, and respond to requests by the U.S. Department of Education confirming your continuing intention to meet the teaching obligation.

7. Continue to meet the eligibility requirements each semester.

Circle your qualifying major below.  You do not have to be enrolled in an Education Degree program as an undergraduate if you will be earning a post-baccalaureate teaching certificate (you cannot get a TEACH Grant for such a certificate) or Master’s in Education as a graduate student later.  

Students enrolled in the following Undergraduate and Graduate Degree Programs offered by The Sage Colleges may be eligible for TEACH Grants for the 2009-10 academic year (and beyond), so long as they meet all qualifications.  

Please bear in mind that you must be planning to teach in a high-need school , and that the majority (more than half) of your teaching must be in a high-need field as listed above.  If you will be an elementary teacher, teaching a variety of subjects, you may not be able to fulfill the teaching requirements of the TEACH Grant Program.
