Those applying from Sage College of Albany need not submit this
letter of recommendation.);

(Jofficial transcripts from all post-secondary institutions attended (colleges, universities, technical, proprietary
schools, etc.);

[Jan official high school transcript and/or General Equivalency Diploma transcript;
[ listing of courses in progress;

[JSAT I or ACT scores if fewer than 15 college credits have been earned and/or you graduated from high school
less than five years ago.

Applicants are evaluated and notified of their admission status on a rolling basis. Official transfer credit
evaluations are forwarded after acceptance.

Financial Aid Checklist

Students seeking financial aid should submit:

[ the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) to the appropriate processing center by March 1
(the federal school code number for RSC is 002810);

[ residents of New York State will receive a pre-printed application for the Tuition Assistance Program
(Sage TAP code: 0675) when the completed FAFSA has been processed;

(] transfer students entering the spring semester must request financial transcripts from all post-secondary
institutions attended.
Note: Russell Sage does not require any additional forms.

Transfer Applicants for Occupational and Physical Therapy

In order to receive maximum consideration, the Office of Admission must receive all required forms and credentials
under one cover by February 1. Applicants are responsible for providing the Office of Admission with an official
updated transcript at the close of each semester so that we may have all pertinent information with which to make
an admission decision.

Enrollment Deposit

The enrollment deadline for all regular admission applicants is May 1 for the fall semester and December 15 for
the spring semester. Enrollment deposits are non-refundable after May 1.

Residence Life

Russell Sage College is committed to the values and benefits of residential living in the college experience. Both
the individual student and the school community are enriched by the growth and development, which evolve
from this distinctive aspect of the Sage environment. Because of this strong commitment, it is the expectation of
the College that full-time Russell Sage students will live in campus housing if they do not reside at home with
parents, spouse and/or children.
